In it
you will record the date each day, class notes, (including anything [ write on the board and new
vocabulary), that day’s work and homework assignment and the assignment for the next day. I will check
homework in your notebook. If it is not in your notebook you may not get full credit. Please remember to
bring your planner/agenda with you to class each day. It is expected that you write down the assignments
each day. You are responsible for having all your materials each day (book, workbook, notebook, agenda/
planner, folder, writing utensils).

If you are absent it is your responsibility to get missed assignments. You will have one day to make up any
work you missed. You should expect to take any quizzes or tests you've missed on the day you return. If
you are absent for several days, see me when you return, or ask someone to get the assignments for you.
Please refer to the student handbook for more information on the attendance policy.

Detentions are given when rules aren’t followed. Rules have been discussed and are posted in the room. If
you get a detention, you must show up on time with paper and pen. You will not have the opportunity to do
homework or get extra help during a detention. If you are late or do not show up, then it will be referred to
the office.

Your grade will be based on showing evidence of achieving our objectives. You will receive points for
providing this evidence. The evidence will be tests, quizzes, projects, etc. Work must be done on time and
according to directions. For each homework assignment that is not done, you will receive a zero for that
assignment. This zero can not be made up. Extra opportunities may be offered to allow you to show your
proficiency or mastery of our objectives. When offered, these opportunities will not be accepted if late.

The points you receive will be divided by the number of points possible to determine a percentage.
